desires of the people are reflected in Government Policy . 5o,
we have a system loday and accept that democracy and this
way of election etc is the normal way of arriving Government in
today's world . However, 1 would like to say a poml here that
democracy as practiscd by the west has now been shown to
have a lot of shortcomings and | would like to point out whal
are the major shortcomings . We had a different view of
western democracy because we thought this was the madel of
democracy . But, (his western democracy was unable to prevent
Guantanamo Bay . it was unable to prevent (he invasion of
sovereign country of lraq on totally false premises which has
now been revealed. So. we saw the demonstrations against the
impending  invasion of Iran on the streets of Europe, on the
streets of USA . huge demonstrations . Yet, the Governments
did not respond to a very major sentiment of the people. So,
this 1s a major shortcoming and we must reconsider , we  must
review what we are doing . Should we blindly follow their
path? 1 do not think so. 1 think we should approach it rationally

Now, I can point out some parameters of what democracy or

liberalism etc would look like for Pakistan. You sce, we have



no problem with the statement that Parliaments are sovereign .
Yes , they are sovereign because they can lemslate etc .
However . there will be a difference . Please also  understand |
There is very httle difference between human societies whether
it as Muslim or Christian or  whatever because does Sharnah
savs Lhat murder 15 good, then you can murder.  No, no, muorder
i5 bad and it is to be pumished. capital pumshment. Does
Shariah says that looting, theft and dacoity 15 good thing. no it
15 not pood thing . Some of the basic values are common to all
mankind . Afterall | they are just one brotherhood  created by
God Almighty starting from one and then all of us.

However . in my opmion . there are two
fundamental — differences between a Muslim - Socicty  and
non-Muslim Society in this age of democracy and Parliament
We say ves Parliaments are sovereign. But. we say they are
sovercign  within  the parameters set down by Allah  Almughity
While m the West, Parliaments are totally sovereign in the
sense that they do not recogmize this parameter . 1 wall just
iustrate by one cxample . For example, recently . we heard that
some  Assemblies  or  Parliaments in the United  States  of

America and some in Lurope also are plamnning that they have



legislated and legalized same sex marmages . Now, that is nol
gomg to happen in any Islamic Society . It 15 not pong to
happen in Pakistan The Parliament will not be allowed to
move beyond this parameter. This is very simple. So, this is
ust one example. We can work out others also.  So. it has
been stated wvery correctly in the Constitution of Pakistan that
sovereignty  belongs to Allah Almighty and 1t has been placed
with Pakistanis as a trust and that imphics that we have to
recopmize this parameter, within that Parliament is sovereign.
